Attach an appropriate U.L. approved
cable connector in the hole at the rear of
the wiring box.

. Center the blower ring in the 11" diam-

eter hole, making sure that the 1%"
diameter electrical wiring hole aligns
with the hole in the wiring box.

. Using a good grade of roofing cement,

seal all of the shingles around the hous-
ing and flashing sheet as well as the
mounting screw heads.
